People with criminal records suffer from
pervasive discrimination in many areas of life. With
national unemployment at almost 10% and worse in
Michigan, former offenders are competing for jobs. The
biggest barrier to helping former inmates find jobs is
getting employers to accept someone with a prior
conviction. Municipalities will be asked to pass a
resolution to eliminate the question on employment
applications asking if a person was ever convicted of a
crime and to adopt a policy that requires companies
bidding on city contracts to prove they have no policy
preventing a felon from being considered for
employment.
